He served in the Marines and
went on to be a Police Officer in North Versailles, Glassport and the City of
Pittsburgh. He also served as a Pittsburgh Firefighter, and worked several
years as a Sports Performance Coach. Earl competed internationally on the
U.S. Bobsled Team from 1996-2001. In addition to his mother and stepfather,
he is survived by Lori Patterson, and their son Zane Shepherd; special friends
Mario, Melissa, and Maureen Serrapere; sisters Tammy (Ron) Ehalt, Debbie
Plummer and Michelle Novak; special aunt Maryann Babiak, many nieces,
nephews and cousins; and his “brothers from another mother” Big Tony Yauch
and Gary Shurina.
